The Itasca Economic
Development Corporation
has received a $1.75 million
grant from the U.S. Economic
Development Administration
(EDA) to help redevelop the
former Ainsworth site to sup-
port new alternative energy
businesses. The grant was
awarded Wednesday.

A statement from the EDA
said the project is expected to
create 175 jobs and generate
$45 million in private invest-
ment, according to grantee
estimates.

“This EDA grant will help
create jobs and support local
industries in Grand Rapids by
fostering business develop-
ment in new alternative ener-
gy and environmentally sus-
tainable industries,” said U.S.
Commerce Secretary Gary
Locke in the EDA statement.

Known as the Itasca Eco
Industrial Park, the project
aims to convert the former
Ainsworth plant into an inte-
grated, multi-tenant industri-
al park specializing in biofuel
production and renewable
energy component manufac-
turing. Current plans call for
selective demolition of cer-
tain sections of the 400,000
square foot plant, with por-
tions of the 223-acre property
divided into land parcels of
varying sizes for design/build
alternatives.

A Deer River man is in
custody in connection with a
hit and run accident which
caused the death of a 37-
year-old Minneapolis man in
Minneapolis on Monday.

Kevin Roger Doerr, 24,
was charged in Hennepin
County District Court on
Wednesday with two counts
of felony criminal vehicular
homicide. The maximum
penalty for each charge is 10
years in prison and a $20,000
fine.

According to the criminal
complaint, a 2001 Chevrolet
struck a 1994 Mazda on the
driver’s side at the intersec-
tion of 35th Street East and
18th Avenue South in Min-
neapolis around 11 p.m.
